Ben Little, Council Member, prayed the Invocation.
Ben Little, Council Member, led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Mayor Draper called the meeting to order. On call of the roll, the following Council Members were
found to be present: Council Members Jenkins, Reddick, Little, Harris and Draper; absent: none. A
guorum was present and the meeting opened for the transaction of business.

Jay Johnson, City Manager, was present.
Bruce Downey, City Attorney, was present.

Council Member Reddick made a motion to waive the reading of the minutes of March 20, 2018. The
motion was seconded by Mayor Draper; and on call of the roll, the following vote was recorded: ayes:
