Shane Denham prayed the Invocation.
Shane Denham led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag

Mayor Stewart called the meeting to order. On call of the roll the following Council Members
were found to be present: Council Members Jenkins, Reddick, Selase, Harris and Stewart;
absent: none. A quorum was present and the meeting opened for the transaction of business.

Brian Johnson, City Manager, was present.
Bruce Downey, City Attorney, was present.

Council Member Selase made a motion to adopt the agenda. The motion was seconded by
Council Member Harris; and on call of the roll the following vote was recorded: ayes: Council
Members Jenkins, Selase, Harris and Stewart; nays: none; abstentions: Council Member
Reddick. The motion carried.

Council Member Harris introduced and read Resolution Number 14-R-342 as follows:

(14-R-342, finding violations and terminating board appointment pursuant to Ordinance No. 74-
O-13 and Ordinance No. 14-O-13)

Council Member Harris made a motion for the passage and adoption of Resolution Number 14-
R-342 as introduced and read. The motion was seconded by Council Member Jenkins.

Council Member Reddick made a motion to have a public hearing concerning Resolution
Number 14-R-342. There was no second to the motion.

Council Member Reddick stated the hospital was doing the right things and were turning a profit
while the City was failing in so many ways. He stated they needed to clean up their own house
first and then they could deal with the hospital. He stated he did not see why they needed to
interfere with the hospital’s business. He stated the if they were going to look at the hospital then
the hospital should be looking at the City.

On call of the roll on Council Member Harris” motion for the passage and adoption of Resolution
Number 14-R-342 as introduced and read and Council Member Jenkins’ second to said motion
the following vote was recorded: ayes: Council Members Jenkins, Selase, Harris and Stewart;
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nays: Council Member Reddick. The motion carried and Resolution Number 14-R-342 was
passed and adopted.

Council Member Selase made a motion to nominate Paula Watkins as a member of the Regional
Medical Center Board. The motion was seconded by Council Member Harris.

Mayor Stewart asked Paula Watkins to come forward and address the Council.

Ms. Watkins stated she had lived in Anniston since 1990 and had served on the Museum Board
for approximately 17 years. She stated she was a VP of corporate human resources for a
company with about 14,000 employees.

Council Member Selase asked Ms. Watkins why she would like to serve on the Regional
Medical Center Board.

Ms. Watkins stated that once the museum situation seemed to be on track she had volunteered to
the City Manager that if she could be of use on a board that was not just a mundane, ordinary
monthly meeting then she was available.

Ms. Watkins verified that the information provided by her through her application and/or this
confirmation hearing is true and accurate to the best of her knowledge and she pledged that if
appointed she would faithfully, dutifully, and honestly serve the best interests of the City and the
Regional Medical Center Board.

On call of the roll on Council Member Selase’s motion to nominate Paula Watkins as a member
of the Regional Medical Center Board and Council Member Harris’ second to said motion the
following vote was recorded: ayes: Council Members Jenkins, Selase, Harris and Stewart;
nays: Council Member Reddick. The motion carried.

Council Member Selase introduced and read Resolution Number 14-R-343 as follows:
(14-R-343, appointing Paula Watkins to the RMC Board)

Council Member Selase made a motion for the passage and adoption of Resolution Number 14-
R-343 as introduced and read. The motion was seconded by Council Member Harris.

Council Member Reddick stated they could have put Ms. Watkins on the Regional Medical
Center Board instead of the City Manager. He stated he been planning to nominate Robert
Jackson.

On call of the roll on Council Member Selase’s motion for the passage and adoption of
Resolution Number 14-R-343 as introduced and read and Council Member Harris’ second to said
motion the following vote was recorded: ayes: Council Members Jenkins, Selase, Harris and
Stewart; nays: none; abstentions: Council Member Reddick. The motion carried and
Resolution Number 14-R-343 was passed and adopted.
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There being no further business to come before the meeting at that time Council Member Selase
made a motion the meeting be adjourned. The motion was seconded by Council Member Harris;
and on call of the roll the following vote was recorded: ayes: Council Members Jenkins, Selase,
Harris and Stewart; nays: Council Member Reddick.
