August 28 - Terrapin Creek Canoe Trip

Rental canoes, kayaks, and a shuttle service are available through the outdoor center.  Rates are $40.00 for Canoes and $25.00 for Sit-On-Top Kayaks.  Participants should bring a lunch with something to drink, shoes that can get wet, and sunscreen.
