Kyle Comfort, who was killed in combat more than two years ago in Afghanistan
while serving as an Army Ranger.

“In May, 2010, my life was changed forever when my husband Kyle was killed in action
while serving in Afghanistan. In the midst of the loss, | was determined to turn this tragedy into
triumph and to assure us that Kyle's sacrifice would never be forgotten,” said Brooke Comfort.

This year’s CPT Kyle Comfort Foundation 5K Run & Walk will also feature a medical
fair at the McClellan Medical Park. Other activities include an American Red Cross Blood
Mobile, massages by Body Kneads of Jacksonville, an information booth sponsored by the
Alabama Regional Organ Donor Organization, and a booth from Wade Chiropractic.
