Schedule of Activities

May 2010

May 1 - Terrapin Creek Canoe Trip

This will be about a five-hour canoe trip on Terrapin creek beginning at the home of Joan Alexander and ending at Stewart’s Bridge.  A vehicle will be placed at a water station located about 3 hours downstream from Joan’s for those desiring a shorter trip.  As with all float trips, this outing will be dependant on a safe water level on the day of the trip. May 8 – Pinhoti Trail Day Hike

This will be a moderately rated 6.5-mile day hike on the Pinhoti Trail beginning at the Coleman Lake Trailhead and ending at the Pine Glen Campground.  This section of the Pinhoti passes by the old Shoal Creek Church, the Laurel Trail Shelter, Sweetwater Lake, and travels beside Shoal Creek before ending at Pine Glen. May 22 - Cahaba Lilly Canoe Trip
