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      In order to limit and slow the spread of COVID-19, and in the best interests of both the drivers

and passengers, the previously made changes at the Anniston Multimodal Center and the

previously made changes with the Anniston Calhoun Transit System (ACTS) will be extended

until April 30th, at which time they both shall be reevaluated. These changes include:
