Schedule of Activities

October 2007

October 6 – Pinhoti Trail Work Day

This will be a workday on the AOA’s adopted section of the Pinhoti Trail located between U.S. Highway 431 and Cleburne County Road 24 (also known as Able Road).  This section of the Pinhoti is rated “moderate” in difficulty and travels along and across several creeks, through scenic valleys, across small ridges, and by Little Hillabee Falls.  Since work details travel at a slow pace, this outing will be well suited for beginner or veteran hikers who have been away from the trail for a while.  Participants are encouraged to bring loppers, bow saws, and work gloves as plans include clearing minor debris and limbs from the trail.  Also, a lunch and something to drink should brought for this trip. The departure time and location for this outing will be 8:00 a.m. from the former Foodmax parking lot in Anniston. 0ctober 13 – Pinhoti Day Hike

This will be an 8-mile day hike on the Pinhoti Trail beginning at the Coleman Lake Trailhead on Forest Service Road 500 and ending on Cleburne County Road 55 (also known as the Rabbittown Road).  This section of the trail is rated “easy to moderate” and is characterized by gently rolling terrain with valleys, streams and creeks.  The Choccolocco Watershed Lake and a new trail shelter are located on this section.  Participants should bring a lunch and something to drink.  The departure time and location for this outing is 8:00 a.m. from the former Foodmax parking lot in Anniston.
